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Legislators Introduce Joint Resolution to Establish  

‘MVP Week’ in Wisconsin  
 

MADISON– Senators Robert Cowles (R-Green Bay), Tim Carpenter (D-Milwaukee), and LaTonya Johnson 

(D-Milwaukee) and Representatives Kalan Haywood (D-Milwaukee), Daniel Riemer (D-Milwaukee), and 

David Steffen (R-Green Bay), the six State Legislators representing the three major professional sports venues 

in Wisconsin, released the following statement on their circulation for co-sponsorship of a Joint Resolution 

establishing the first week of December 2019 as MVP Week in Wisconsin:
