MADISON, WI – Today, the State Senate unanimously passed AB 1038. This bipartisan 

legislation, crafted by leadership from both parties in both houses, addresses the many issues

one week waiting period for unemployment insurance. It also maximizes over $3 billion from 
the federal aid packages, including injecting $300 million into Medicaid to help combat the 
virus.
